I am also spending a lot of time in this bleak part 
of the winter in prayer for our next big 
ABCCONN event.

Budgeting for Increased Mission Awareness 

What kind of budget does your church have? Is it a “unified” budget? Or is it a 
“dual” (or perhaps “triple”) budget? Under a unified plan, parishioners pledge a single 
sum of money, and the budget committee organizes how the money will be spent, 
dividing it between operating expenses and missions. In this type of a budget, 
“missions” are a line item, just like the electric bill. 

Some churches use a “divided” approach. A dual budget offers two categories: 
“current expenses” and “missions.” (Some churches add a third category for 
“improvements” or other special funds.) When members pledge, they designate a 
specific amount for current expenses, and another specific amount for missions. Based 
on these figures, the church plans two budgets: one for operating expenses, and a 
totally separate budget for missions. 

Separating the mission budget from the operating budget provides two real benefits to 
a church. The first is that the mission budget can never be cut to free up funds for 
operating expenses, as so often happens with a unified budget. Instead, the money 
designated by the people for missions has to be spent on missions; because the 
budgets are separate, the mission money can never be diverted to any other purpose. 

The second benefit of a separate mission budget is raised awareness on the part of the 
congregation as to where its mission money is being spent. For example, in my first 
church, we sent money to Andover Newton Theological School, Bacone College, 
Camp Grotonwood, Green Lake, the local food pantry, and so on. When the Mission 
Committee made its annual budget presentation, they gave a brief word of explanation 
about each of these ministries. As a result, people in the church had a very clear 
knowledge of where their mission money was being spent and what kind of ministries 
they were supporting. 

Allowing individuals to designate how much of their money will be for current 
expenses and how much will go for missions can be a rather unsettling idea for a 
church that is used to a unified budget. After all, it’s more satisfying to give money to 
missions than for paying the insurance bill – what if people want to give all their 
money for missions, and none for operating expenses? Don’t worry! While it’s true 
that some people might designate a larger-than-usual portion of their gifts to missions, 
most people understand the need for practical expenditures, such as salaries and 
utilities. A good target or starting point is for mission spending to be approximately 
10 percent of the amount spent on operating expenses. 

Another potential issue is control. It can be difficult for a financial board that has had 
total control of the church’s budget to give up control of the mission portion. But if 
your church is looking for a way to raise awareness about mission giving, and perhaps 
to ultimately increase its mission giving, a dual budget may be an approach that will 
bring fresh insights to parishioners and church leaders alike. 

And remember, to date, not a single church has gone broke by generously supporting 
missions! After all, when we are faithful to supporting mission and ministry according 
to God’s will and purpose, God will always be faithful in supporting us.

Abundance in the Midst of a Recession 

On November 1, 2009, the First Hispanic Baptist 
Church of New London inaugurated a new 6,000 
square foot building that will unite ministries intended 
to respond to the unique needs of the community at 
large. Encuentros de Esperanza (Encounters of Hope) 
is part of the vision that the Lord has for the church’s 
ministry to the City of New London. 

Our church’s vision - We are a church of excellence, 
driven and transformed by the power of the Holy Spirit 
which illuminates a multicultural and diverse 
community through the gospel of Jesus Christ 
reaching the wellbeing and peace of New London 
County. 

Just seven years prior to that date, we inaugurated our 
new house of worship. It was an endeavor of faith 
where we witnessed the supernatural hand of God at 
work. Since that time, the church has grown in 
membership, new ministries, and evangelistic 
outreach. As a result of this continuous growth, we 
understood the need to revisit the vision based on the 
ever-growing needs of the community and how we 
would ultimately carry out our mission. 

All this brought on new demands and a greater 
commitment which we had never before seen. The 
element of fear was not an option; we confronted each 
task with optimism and perseverance. This was never 
put more to the test than when we began the bidding 
process in the fall of 2008 for the new construction. 
This was a time of great economic crisis for the United 
States, the greatest since the 1930’s. It was a time of 
tension, instability and uncertainty. At that moment it 
seemed as if everything would be put on hold. We did, 
however, pray and wait on an answer from God which 
came without delay. The answer reminded us of the 
principles we already knew and recognized. 

First and foremost, the Lord is never in “crisis.”  
Second, it was an opportune moment to exercise our 
trust in our Yahweh Jireh – the provider with endless 
resources – to do extraordinary works despite what the 
world around us dictates. This also taught us to 
understand that when He puts His eternal plans in our 
hearts, we need to confide in Him without worry of the 
outcome. 

Even when the crisis began, the Lord had already 
reminded us of His promises and the biblical principle 
of our faithfulness in giving to Him that which is His 
(tithes and offerings), so that we can experience in 
abundance the provision He has for us (Malachi 3:10).  
Knowing this, we decided to move forward with the 
construction in faith and obedience. Before long, every 
piece began to fall into place and the divine order was 
set in motion. 

The construction was completed in record time – four 

months. What was even more meaningful is the fact 
that 2009 was the year of greatest economic prosperity 
for our church in its 32 years of existence. Just as the 
Prophet Elijah promised the widow in Zarephath, “the 
bowl did not run out of flour nor did the jar run out of 
oil” (1Kings 17:16). Better yet, our families 
experienced God’s favor on their lives through 
provision of employment and financial stability. 

As a result of this economic growth we have been 
afforded the opportunity to employ new staff 
members. Among them are the new Associate Pastor 
and several Encuentros de Esperanza staff. 

When we think back to how we got to this place, we 
must remember it was by and through a series of 
factors that brought about a focus on ministry in the 
life of this congregation: 

· Believing in the faithful discipline of tithing and 
stewardship as a practice to help us fulfill God’s 
mission (88% of our active membership practice 
tithing). 

· Sowing with abundant generosity in order to reap 
abundantly (2 Corinthians 9:6-8). 

· Not fearing the challenges that God places upon 
us. We must renew our minds constantly in order 
to be transformed (Romans 12:1-2). 

· Understanding that we are instruments that God 
uses to advance His kingdom (Matthew 5:13-16). 

· That we must have a clear vision from God for the 
church. “My people are destroyed for lack of 
knowledge” (Hosea 4:7). 

· Being open to the newness that God has for us and 
changing the old wineskins (Luke 5:37-38). 

· Continuing to be a Christ-centered and bible-
centered church. 

This church has understood the revealed purpose of 
God because we have sought this as a corporate body. 
We have been of one accord in understanding that this 
is not about us but rather about God. For this reason, 
we give thanks because God has been faithful and 
today we can proclaim with joyful hearts that we are 
witness to the abundance that God has brought to this 
church in the midst of a recession.
